WHY A REPORTING PLATFORM?

❑ A response to public expectations regarding probity and compliance 

with rules by public managers

❑ Support for Chambers' programming to improve the way in which the 

regularity/probity aspect of organic controls is taken into account.

❑ Assistance to detect any shortcomings during an organic inspection.  

❑ Follow-up of a recommendation of the GUID 5270 "Guideline for the 

Audit of Corruption Prevention": "Whistleblowing mechanisms are a

fundamental means of preventing, detecting and deterring corrupt

actions, integrity breaches and inappropriate behavior".
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KEY FIGURES FOR THE REPORTING PLATFORM

1002 alerts reported in 2023 :

- 18% related to misuse of public found ; 

- 14% to particular mismanagement ;

- 11% to conflict of interest : 

- 10% to breaches of the public procurement rules

- 25% others. 

12% wre considered unusable, 18% unfounded. 

42% were forwarded for attribution to the Cour and the Regional 

and Territorial Chambers of Accounts. 

28% are still being processed in 2024.
